In this journey, | use different fibers, either natural or mad, in different colors and materials Such
as cotton, wood, silk, fabric scraps or even strings of metal, improvisatory. By combining a
continuous machine-like motion, along with creativity and improvisation, | notice an amazing sense
of standing in the middle of one way or the edge, so | cannot choose them separately!
