Hollowed and
protruded spaces, the cracks on the walls, take us, layer by layer into a silent, abandoned
exXpanse.
Nasrin Maleksabet (b. 1981, Yazd, Iran) graduated in Yazd in Material Engineering (2004). In

her first solo exhibition in 2006, she showcased her ceramics collection. In the second solo
show (2012) Maleksabet incorporated colored threads in her canvases. She prepared her
pallet with threads instead of paint tubes and used overlapping threads, condensing the
thread, and gluing it on the canvas in her paintings.
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
