History and its real or fictitious accounts including

both in the small scale of personal experiences,

and the larger scale of selections of the public and
its vast implications on the society. Most recognizable
in these recurrences is the forgetfulness of man.

It seems as if man's forgetting of past and repeating
it (with new forms and appearances) is self-induced.
Another notable issue is the compliance of myths
and legends with reality. They seem to realize

in a believable way, and take their place with different
appearances in human history. They are compared
to historic accounts and become similar to them,

and eventually, they turn into accounts that will be
amended to the self-made archives of history and
become new experiences built on the foundation of
those of the past. The difference is that the more
they are repeated, the less attention is paid to

their resulting experiences, and the re-understanding
of how they occur is made more complicated.

‘A Detailed Account 2° includes accounts of

these similarities, differences, and the conscious
repeating of public experiences in the real or
fictitious past. Even though these experiences may
have caused us pain or fear, we nevertheless,
purposefully or not, give way to this laughable
repetition, or even be instrumental to their recurrence.
